 Before you start this course, you need to know the reason

for shooting, which is only for recording activities, making

reports or in order to be able to capture and pass on the

beauty of goodness for the world.

 One must not only follow the rules of photography and

frame of reference, but also think the image through before

you take a shot. The most important part is about imaging

the picture you want and being able to convey your idea.

Do not get bogged down by equipment, having cameras

and technique do not mean that you will take a good photo.

 If you are familiar with your camera and practice your

technique, you will be able to make a fantastic photograph.



 A good composition, light condition and unique visual

effect can produce a fantastic photograph.

 You might not be able to take a great shot which contains

special lighting changes, but if you can make a good

decision about the balance and contrast of the

composition, you still can take a better photo with clearly

subject.
